Crisp flavors of grapefruit, citrus and a hint of coconut.

Riesling, Leasingham,Clare Valley, Australia $7.50
Intense floral aromas of jasmine and citrus blossom with fresh pineapple
and spice.

Chardonnay,Wente, Livermore Valley, California $8
Aromas of freshly cut red apple, vanilla and well-integrated oak. There are
also enticing aromas of tropical and citrus fruit.

Sauvignon, Sémillon and Chardonnay constitutes the basis of this elegant

Light, Crisp, and Refreshing

Pinot Grigio, Tamas Estates, Monterey, California $30
Crisp flavors of grapefruit, citrus and a hint of coconut.

Riesling, Leasingham, Clare Valley, Australia $30
Intense floral aromas of jasmine and citrus blossom with fresh pineapple
and spice

Sauvignon Blanc Domaine Wardy, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $34
A fruity and vivacious white wine, with a surprisingly fresh burst of pineapple
and nectarine aromas and a soft finish.

Sauvignon Blanc Vina Ventisquero, Casablanca Valley, Chile $34
Sparkling green colour with yellow tones, and intense aromas of tropical and
citrus fruits.

Balanced, Medium Bodied

Blanc de Blanc Château Ksara, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $32
Sauvignon, Sémillon and Chardonnay constitutes the basis of this elegant and
subtle wine.It is vatted for several months in French oak.

Cotes-du-Rhone White, Louis Bernard, France $34
Made from Grenache blanc, Clairette and Bourboulenc grapes harvested at
peak ripeness.

Gruner Veltliner, Anton Bauer, Donauland, Austria $38
Very aromatic aromas full of round fruit balanced with crisp acidity. The distinct
soil lends a pleasant mineral and white pepper note typical of this varietal.

Pinot Gris, Cloudline, Oregon $39
An intense but light golden yellow color. A rush of citrus fruits and white flow-
ers, both in the nose and on the palate, combine to make this a wine of pure
pleasure.

Pinot Blanc, Girasole, (Certified Organic), California $36
Pale straw in color with delicate aromas of peach, pear, lychee nut, and ripe
red apple. These flavors are all balanced and harmonious with a soft, rich,
creamy finish.

Sauvignon Blanc, Artesa Reserve, Napa Valley, California $47
Layered aromatics and flavors of pear, honeydew melon, peach, and kiwi
with a touch of vanilla oak on the aftertaste.

Chardonnay,Wente, Livermore Valley, California $32
Aromas of freshly cut red apple, vanilla and well-integrated oak. There are
also enticing aromas of tropical and citrus fruit.

Chardonnay, Ksara, ”CuveeduPape” Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $43
Clear, pale yellow with green tints. A fine, polished wine with purity of style.

Chardonnay, Calistoga Estates, Napa Valley, California $40
Aroma of apples and pears. Your first taste will confirm that distinctive flavor
of apples and pears.

Rose Wines

Ksara Sunset Rose, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $33
Refreshing and vivid, this very well-balanced wine is based on Cabernet-
Franc and Syrah with an aroma of red berries

Chateau de Campuget, Costieres de Nimes, France $33
Its intensive and delicate nose is dominated by fragrances of strawberries
and raspberries in harmony with floral notes.

Red Wines

By the Glass
Cabernet, L de Lyeth, Sonoma County, California $8
Deep crimson red. Delicious aromas, with complex hints of black plums,
cherries and blackberries, highlighted with hints of mocha and truffle.

Merlot, L de Lyeth, Sonoma County, California $8
Rich and concentrated with layers of juicy plum, black currant and coffee
nuances. A gorgeous, medium-bodied wine that finishes with polished tannins.

Pinot Noir, Pinossimo, Bouchard Aine & Fils, France $8
Round tannins. Black currant, licorice and black cherry flavors. Long lasting
vanilla-tinge finish.

Rouge, Château Ksara, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $8
Superbly balanced, this dark ruby wine, from 40% Syrah, 30% Cabernet-
Sauvignon, 30% Cabernet Franc.

Fresh, Soft, Light Bodied
By the Bottle

Cuvee de Printemps, Ksara, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $33
This bright red wine, with its supple tannin and striking violet aroma is
produced from, 60% Gamay and 40% Temprallino.

Pinot Noir, Pinossimo, Bouchard Aine & Fils, France $32
Round tannins. Black currant, licorice and black cherry flavors. Long lasting
vanilla-tinge finish.

Tempranillo, Torres, Penedes, Spain $34
Delicate floral aromas over a background of very ripe fruit (blackberry and
strawberry), oak and truffles.

Elegant, Balanced, Medium Bodied

Merlot, L de Lyeth, Sonoma County, California $32
Rich and concentrated with layers of juicy plum, black currant and coffee
nuances.A gorgeous, medium-bodied wine that finishes with polished tannins.

Cabernet, L de Lyeth, Sonoma County, California $32
Deep crimson red. Delicious aromas, with complex hints of black plums,
cherries and blackberries, highlighted with hints of mocha and truffle.

Syrah, Domaine Wardy, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $35
Red and dark fruit (plum, berries), with good intensity and quite firm tannins.

Rouge, Château Ksara, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $32
Superbly balanced, this dark ruby wine, from 40% Syrah, 30% Cabernet-
Sauvignon, 30% Cabernet Franc.

Pinot Noir, Bearboat, Russian River, California $47
Dark Cherry, raspberries, strawberries and chocolate. Red and black fruits;
long, spicy finish.

Pinot Noir, Mia’s Playground, Russian River, California $48
Flavors of dried cranberries, earl grey tea, and red currants, with integrated
French oak notes followed by a bouquet of dried herbs on the finish.

Côtes du Rhône, Louis Bernard, France $34
Concentrated berries and cherries and ample fruit with a gentle hint of oak.

Pinotage, Nederburg, Paarl, South Africa $37
An elegant medium-bodied, wine with flavours picked up on the nose
and follow through to a slight tannic finish.



Malbec, Zolo Mendoza, Argentina $38
This wine is a vibrant violet color, with high-intensity flavors of black fruits, berries
and raspberries is aged for eight months in new French oak

Shiraz, Four Sisters, South Eastern Australia $35
This wine is packed with spice and fragrant dark berry fruits, and is well
balanced by ripe, fine-grained tannins.

Pinot Noir, Montinore, Oregon $41
Ripe fresh fruit aromas. On the palate it offers ripe Bing cherry, raspberry
and black cherry flavors accented by notes of smoke, mocha and earth.

Pinot Noir, Tohu, New Zealand $55
Intense aromas of black cherries and black current with a hint of licorice. This
wine is lightly oaked and has a lightly peppery finish.

Carmenere Tribute, Caliterra, Colchaga Valley, Chile $38
This deep dark wine with aromatic richness is intense and pleasant and displays
notes of moist tobacco leaves, dried fruit, and chocolate. Its excellent balance,
rich bouquet, and soft tannins lead to a long finish.

Adobe Red, Clayhouse, Paso Robles, California $38
The Adobe Red is a proprietary blend with ripe flavors of cherry, plum and vanilla
bean, with rich spicy blueberry and cherry notes. The tannins are supple and the
balanced oak character adds additional vanilla notes.

Robust, Powerful, Spicy Full Bodied

Cabernet, Ksara, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon $43
A fine, ruby wine, generous, full-bodied, well-crafted, classic and of high
character. With long keeping, this 100% Cabernet-Sauvignon develops a
great quantity in ageing.

Cabernet, Chateau St. Michelle, Columbia Valley, Washington $44
Flavors and aromas of blackberry, smoke, warm toast, and hints of vanilla.

Chianti Classico, Valiano, Tuscany, Italy $43
A smooth, elegant, harmonious wine with vibrant red fruits: strawberry,
raspberry, redcurrant and is rich in extract and balanced tannins.

Merlot, Raymond Reserve, Napa Valley, California $44
Flavors of dark fruit, juicy plums, and deep colored Bing cherries, with notes
of clove and soft oak.

Haut Medoc Cru Bourgeois, Chateau d’Arcins, France $45
Concentrated berry and cassis fruit character. It is spicy, with firm tannins.

Meritage, Lyth, Napa Valley, California $41
Complex flavors of oak and plum that dominate the palate. Exhibits a good
balance between acids and tannins. Very smooth finish.

Petite Syrah, Markham, Napa Valley, California $59
Aromas of blackberry foretell the lush texture, while bitter chocolate,
nut brittle and vanilla provide drama.

Zinfandel, Charles Krug, Napa Valley, Calfornia $58
Vanilla bean, black pepper spice and purple plum flavors combine with
soft tannins and a mature texture that finishes with lingering raspberries
and spice notes.

Petite Syrah, Clayhouse, Paso Robles, California $52
Full tannins, rich dark fruit of black plums with spice flavors of black pepper,
brown sugar and vanilla, and a long lingering full flavored finish.
